CLS, CSM, CMD and CDP TEST REVIEWS: 
If you are planning on taking the Certified Leasing Specialist (CLS), Certified Shopping Center 
Manager (CSM), Certified Marketing Director (CMD) or Certified Development, Design and 
Construction Professional (CDP) certification exam in the future, sign up for a Test Review 
Course.  The CSM and CMD Test Review will be on Monday, March 1, 8:00 am – 12:00 noon.   
The CLS and CDP Test Reviews will be Monday, March 1, 10:00 am – 12:00 noon. 
 
There is a $75 fee for ICSC members to attend a Test Review, and $100 for non-members.  
More than just a review, the course is designed to familiarize you, the candidate, with test-taking 
techniques, as well as provide a review of test specifications.  A practice test will be 
administered under simulated test conditions and the scoring process for the examination will be 
reviewed.  Pre-registration for a Test Review is recommended.

GROUND TRANSPORTATION 
 
 
SHUTTLE SERVICE TO & FROM MIDWAY AIRPORT: 
Airport Express Shuttle (per person): One-way $20.00, Round-trip $36.00 
* Prices are approximate and subject to change without notice.  
 
The shuttle service from Midway Airport for the downtown hotels departs every 20 minutes 
throughout the day. To Midway Airport, the shuttle departs the hotel every half hour at :05 and 
:35 past the hour between 5:35 a.m. and 7:35 p.m. 
 
 
SHUTTLE SERVICE TO & FROM O’HARE AIRPORT: 
Airport Express Shuttle (per person): One-way $25.00, Round-trip $46.00 
* Prices are approximate and subject to change without notice.  
 
The shuttle service from O'Hare International Airport for the downtown hotels departs every 10 
to 15 minutes throughout the day. To O'Hare International Airport, the shuttle departs the hotel 
every half hour at :25 and :55 past the hour between 4:55 a.m. and 7:25 p.m. 
 
 
PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION TO & FROM MIDWAY AIRPORT: 
Orange Line Train: Hours are 5:15 a.m. to 11:30 p.m.; cost is $2.25 one-way per person; travel 
time to downtown is 25 minutes; exit train at LAKE/CLARK. The hotel is approximately a $5.00 
taxi ride from the train station.  
 
 
PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION TO & FROM O’HARE AIRPORT: 
Blue Line Train: 24-hour service; cost is $2.25 one-way per person; travel time to downtown is 
40 minutes; exit train at LAKE/CLARK. The hotel is approximately a $5.00 taxi ride from the 
train station. 
 
 
TAXI SERVICE TO & FROM MIDWAY AIRPORT: 
Estimated cost: $25.00 to $30.00.  For a private sedan or limousine, the estimated cost is 
$110.00 and up. 
 
 
TAXI SERVICE TO & FROM O’HARE AIRPORT: 
Estimated cost: $35.00 to $40.00.  For a private sedan or limousine, the estimated cost is 
$110.00 and up.

From I-55 (Stevenson Expressway):  
Follow I-55 (Stevenson Expressway) east until it ends on Lake Shore Drive. Take Lake Shore Drive North to the Monroe 
Street exit and turn left, heading west. Go one block west and turn right, heading North on Columbus Drive. Cross over 
the Chicago River, the hotel will be on your right, at the stoplight.  
 
From Lake Shore Drive South:  
Head North towards downtown Chicago. Exit at Grand/Illinois Street. Proceed to the second stoplight. Turn left, onto 
Grand Avenue. Go three blocks West to Columbus Drive. Turn left on Columbus Drive. The hotel will be three blocks 
ahead on the left.  
 
From Lake Shore Drive North:  
Head South towards downtown Chicago. Exit at Grand/Illinois Street. Proceed three blocks West to Columbus Drive. Turn 
left on Columbus Drive. The hotel will be three blocks ahead on the left.  
 
From I-290 (Eisenhower Expressway):  
Follow 290 East. Exit Congress Parkway. Follow Congress Parkway until it dead ends on Columbus Drive. Turn left, 
heading North on Columbus Drive. Proceed approximately four blocks. Cross over the Chicago River and the hotel is the 
first building on the right side.  
 
From 90/94 (Kennedy and Edens Expressways):  
Follow signs to downtown Chicago. Exit at Ohio Street. Proceed eleven blocks East on Ohio Street. Turn right at 
Fairbanks/Columbus Drive. Go three blocks South and the hotel is on the left side.  
 
From O’Hare International Airport and Northwest (Rockford): 
Follow signs to downtown Chicago, also I-90 East (the Kennedy Expressway). I-90 joins I-94. Continue on I-90/I-94 East 
to downtown. Exit on Ohio Street. Proceed eleven blocks East on Ohio Street. Turn right at Fairbanks/Columbus Drive. 
Go three blocks South and the hotel is on the left side.  
 
From Midway Airport:  
Option A: Take Cicero North to I-55 to Chicago.  
Option B: Follow signs to Lake Shore Drive North. Take Lake Shore Drive to Grand Avenue West. Exit at  

Grand/Illinois Street. Proceed three blocks West to Columbus Drive. Turn left on Columbus Drive. The 
hotel will be three blocks ahead on the left.  

Option C: When nearing downtown, take I-90/I-94 West towards O’Hare. Exit Ohio Street. Proceed eleven blocks 
East on Ohio Street. Turn right at Fairbanks/Columbus Drive. Go three blocks South and the hotel is on 
the left side.  

 
From the North Suburbs (Kenosha, Racine and Milwaukee, Wisconsin):  
Take the Illinois Tollway (I-94) East to the Edens Expressway (also I-94). The Edens will join with I-90 (Kennedy 
Expressway). Continue on I-90/I-94 East to downtown. Exit on Ohio Street. Proceed eleven blocks East on Ohio Street. 
Turn right at Fairbanks/Columbus Drive. Go three blocks South and the hotel is on the left side.  
 
From the South (Kankakee, Champaign and Urbana):  
Take I-57 North which joins with I-94 (Dan Ryan Expressway) and I-90. Continue on I-90/I-94 to downtown. Exit on Ohio 
Street. Proceed eleven blocks East on Ohio Street. Turn right at Fairbanks/Columbus Drive. Go three blocks South and 
the hotel is on the left side.  
 
From the Southeast (Indiana and Indianapolis):  
Option A: Take Illinois Tollway to I-90 (Chicago Skyway) into Chicago which joins with I-94 (Dan Ryan Expressway) 

in the southern area of Chicago. Continue on I-90/I-94 to downtown. Exit at Ohio Street. Proceed eleven 
blocks East on Ohio Street. Turn right at Fairbanks/Columbus Drive. Go three blocks South and the hotel 
is on the left side.  

Option B:  Take I-80/I-94 to Illinois, then take I-94 into Chicago which joins with I-90 (Chicago Skyway) in the 
southern area of Chicago. Continue on I-90/I-94 to downtown. Exit on Ohio Street. Proceed eleven blocks 
East on Ohio Street. Turn right at Fairbanks/Columbus Drive. Go three blocks South and the hotel is on 
the left side.
